Parish Pastoral Council Meeting.

A meeting of the parish pastoral council will take place on Monday night next, January 20th at 8.00pm in the parochial house. The following letter from Bishop Kevin Doran and the Visitation of The Apostolic Nuncio will be on the agenda.
Bishop Kevin Doran’s Letter - Request to Chairpersons and Secretaries of Parish Pastoral Councils.

‘Dear Chairperson / Secretary, I hope you are well and gradually thawing out after the recent cold snap. I am writing to ask your assistance. Over the past few months I have had a number of conversations with the priests of the Diocese regarding the existing “clusters” of parishes. The priests are of the view that we need to have real pastoral relationships between neighbouring parishes in order to ensure that essential pastoral care can be provided, even at a time when one priest is ill or on annual leave. The recommendation of the priests is that smaller pastoral groupings, each focussed around a town parish, would be more effective and more in keeping with the way in which people live and work. In the context of the declining numbers and the increasing age of priests, smaller clusters would not only facilitate pastoral care, but would also support partnership in mission and in formation for lay ministry. At a meeting of the College of Consultors which took place recently, it was decided that each Parish Pastoral Council would be asked to consider the particular circumstances of their own parish and to answer the following question: Looking ahead at the next ten years or more, what two neighbouring parishes might form the most natural grouping with our own parish and would be most likely to be effective partners with us in mission? (Please keep in mind that one of the three parishes in the group should be a town parish). Please send your response to me at Bishop’s House, Convent Road, Ballaghaderreen, no later than 28th February 2025. On a separate sheet you will find a format for your response which may be of help. Many thanks in anticipation for your assistance.’
