Culfadda Church Renovation – Update

Following the damage caused by Storm Éowyn, we have taken immediate steps to assess the condition of the roof at Culfadda Church. A cherry picker was used to help evaluate the situation, and while the formal report is still in progress, the engineer has informed us that the roof needs to be reslated and that this is the best solution, otherwise we will spend money foolish on constantly repairing it every few months, it has been repaired a number of times already. To reslate is the best action we can take to ensure the long-term safety and preservation of the church.

As we work on gathering detailed estimates for the cost of this important repair, we are reaching out to you, our parish community, and beyond, to ask for your support in raising the necessary funds. In the past, many of you have generously increased your offertory donations, as reflected in the Church account Abstract. We are truly grateful for your past contributions, and today, we kindly ask for your continued support to help us move forward with reslating the roof and preserving the church for future generations.
